Hearing Loss 
Out of the 4,000,000 live births in the United States each year, it is estimated that 10% are at risk for congenital hearing loss. 

About 3 out of 1000 babies are born with some degree of hearing loss. 

Most common birth defect

 Today, many babies are screened for hearing loss before leaving the hospital. This is called a “universal newborn hearing screening.” As of **date**, all babies in Ohio must have their hearing screened before leaving the hospital.
