NOCCCI Communication Forms Flowchart (Instructions)

In order to maximize the success of children with cochlear implants, the Northeast Ohio Consortium for Children with Cochlear Implants (NOCCCI), consisting of 25 participating agencies, convened in October 2006. 

Our mission is to improve communication among parents, early interventionists, school personnel, speech language pathologists, and cochlear implant audiologists so that we may work together and communicate effectively as a team. 

In order to improve our communication, three (3) forms have been created:
1) Information Exchange & Release of Information Form

2) Cochlear Implant Center to School Communication Form: CI Equipment Information Checklist

3) School to Cochlear Implant Center Communication Form

1) Information Exchange & Release of Information Form

· At Candidacy:  
To initiate the NOCCCI process, the cochlear implant center gives each family an Information Exchange & Release of Information form to complete as part of the candidacy process. If a child is already implanted, the cochlear implant team is encouraged to give each family this form to complete.

· Birth – 3 years of age: CI center directs family to Regional Infant Hearing Program (RIHP) personnel for assistance completing the document.

· Information Exchange & Release of Information form reviewed & updated at all IFSP meetings and at the initial IEP meeting.

· RIHP personnel responsible for sharing and/or completing the form at IFSP meetings and at the initial IEP meeting. Initial document and any revisions must be faxed to all individuals listed.

· School Age: CI center directs family to school district’s educational audiologist, SLP, or building principal for assistance completing the document.

· Information Exchange & Release of Information form reviewed & updated annually at all IEP meetings. 

· School primary contact is responsible for sharing and completing the form at IEP meetings. Initial document and any revisions must be faxed to all individuals listed.

For children who are already implanted, the school is responsible for initiating the NOCCCI process by completing and routing the Information Exchange & Release of Information form. 
2) Cochlear Implant Center to School Communication Form

Cochlear implant center audiologist is responsible for sending document to child’s school primary contact/case manager, RIHP early interventionist, and private therapist/s. Contact information can be found on client’s NOCCCI Information Exchange & Release of Information form.

3) School to Cochlear Implant Center Communication Form

Each school should assign an individual to be responsible for completing and sending this form to student’s cochlear implant center audiologist. Contact information can be found on the client’s NOCCCI Information Exchange & Release of Information form.
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
