
Introduction to the NOCCCI Communication Exchange System

In order to maximize the success of children with cochlear implants, the Northeast Ohio Consortium for Children with Cochlear Implants (NOCCCI), consisting of over 25 participating agencies, convened in October 2006. Our mission is to improve communication among parents, early interventionists, school personnel, speech language pathologists, and cochlear implant audiologists so that we may work together and communicate effectively as a team.  Because children with cochlear implants gain higher levels of achievement when all team members are working together, we have created a system for communication exchange. This system consists of 3 communication forms.

When completing the NOCCCI School to Cochlear Implant Center Communication Form online, if you are unable to utilize the drop downs or check the boxes, it is because the form is NOT LOCKED.

TO LOCK THE FORM

1) Click on View.

2) Click on Toolbars.

3) Make sure FORMS has a checkmark next to it (in the toolbar menu of choices).

4) In the FORMS toolbar (which appears on your desktop, after you have a check mark by the word FORMS), click the LOCK (icon is a lock) button. This will make the bar shaded, indicating it is locked.
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
