Ohio schools have faced persistent shortages in available qualified speech language pathologists.  The Ohio Department of Education, through OMNIE initiatives, offers a unique program that provides relief for school districts.  The State Board of Education has funded this program to address the availability of professionals to deliver quality speech language pathology services to Ohio’s special education students. Second year graduate students provide speech services in a paid internship under the Ohio Department of Education and Ohio Board of Speech Language Pathology and Audiology Student Permits.  District supports SLP Intern with salary of $26,000 plus medical/STRS benefits during internship year. This program provides the district with four continuous years of employment by a licensed SLP, in combination of internship and as a full district employee.  2012-2013 will mark the fifth and final year this successful program will be offered.  Over 130 SLP Interns have delivered services for school districts in 68 Ohio counties.
