IEP 2009
Below we have outlined each section of the new IEP forms. We have included information that we believe would be helpful when writing an IEP for a student with a hearing loss in the appropriate sections.  These sections are highlighted in red. 
Front Page/Other Information:

The student wears hearing aids and/or cochlear implants. Depending on the hearing loss, you may need to state that when the equipment is not worn, the child is unable to hear/understand spoken language. This information is very important during emergency situations (fire/tornado drills, etc.)
Future Planning: 
Special Instruction Factors:

· Does the child have communication needs (required for deaf or hearing impaired)?

· Communication needs must be addressed

· Consideration of mode of communication used by the child to receive information and/or provide information (communicate) to others, as well as the effectiveness of that mode of communication.  

· Family input is critical

· Has a Communication Plan been developed for the child?

· Does the child need assistive technology devices or services?

· ALD does not include a medical device surgically implanted or replacement of such a device

· For HI, may include a personal FM system, classroom amplification system, CART, captioning, etc.

· Should include in the testing section also

· Monitoring plan needs to be part of the IEP for HA/CI/FM.

Profile:

· Include the strengths of child and how the disability will affect the progress in the general curriculum:

· Include information about type and degree of hearing loss, type of hearing equipment child uses, and how the child communicates

   Early Elementary Level
· Start to get the child involved in self-advocacy and maintaining equipment. 

· Child needs to understand their hearing loss 

· Child may want to participate in the teacher/student in-service
