Below are some examples of profile information that you may want to include for your student with hearing loss. 

Student with hearing aids and a soundfield/personal FM system:
Student was diagnosed with a (type, degree) hearing loss in (date). He/She was then fit with (hearing aids) on (date). His/Her hearing aids are managed by (Audiologist).  Student’s listening age is (#) months/years.  With his/her amplification, student has access to speech sounds at the level of normal hearing/a (degree) hearing loss level. His/her speech discrimination in quiet is good/fair/poor and is good/fair/poor in noise.  In order to improve discrimination in the classroom, student uses a personal FM system/classroom amplification system. Hearing loss limits access to auditory information, preventing student obtaining key information spoken in the classroom, particularly in background noise and when at a distance from the speaker. He/She is dependent on clear access to acoustic information in order to continue to develop speech, language and auditory skills that are pertinent to academic achievement.
Student with a cochlear implant(s) and a soundfield/personal FM system:

Student was diagnosed with a (type, degree) hearing loss in (date). He/She was initially fit with (hearing aid) on (date) but then received (unilateral/bilateral) cochlear implant(s) on (date)/ received his/her first implant for the (left/right) ear on (date) and then received a second implant for the (left/right) ear on (date). Student’s cochlear implant audiologist is (Audiologist) at (Cochlear Implant Center).  Student’s listening age is (#) months/years.  With his/her cochlear implant(s), student has access to speech sounds at the level of normal hearing/a (degree) hearing loss level. His/her speech discrimination in quiet is good/fair/poor and is good/fair/poor in noise.  In order to improve discrimination in the classroom, student uses a personal FM system/classroom amplification system. Hearing loss limits access to auditory information, preventing student obtaining key information spoken in the classroom, particularly in background noise and when at a distance from the speaker. He/She is dependent on clear access to acoustic information in order to continue to develop speech, language and auditory skills that are pertinent to academic achievement.
Student using an Educational Interpreter:

Student was diagnosed with a (type, degree) hearing loss in (date). She/He relies on the use of an Educational Interpreter in order to facilitate communication and understanding with school personnel and peers; and to have access to information presented auditorily in the classroom. The preferred method of communication is (American Sign Language, Signed Exact English, Total Communication).
