
How can I connect language skills to the content standards?
· Use vocabulary from social studies to define words appropriately

· Apply prefix/suffix skills to content vocabulary, i.e. spelling

· Break down the complexity of T/F/ statements

· Define people in history by WH- framework

· Group vocabulary words into classes

· Use graphic organizers to show relations among concepts

· Use graphic organizers to organize narratives

· Identify signal words of time, contrast, consequences, when reading

· Use classroom content/topics in written tasks

· Create and ask questions relating to curriculum

· Include in each session how the skill is applied to a content area

· Do curriculum based therapy

· Work collaboratively in the classroom-co-teach

· Review class routines to assist in following directions

· Review classroom rules, teaching style, note taking to improve listening skills

· Practice classroom presentation in therapy

· Teach narrative skills using children’s literature books for their age level

· Teach all skills in the context of the curriculum-curriculum based therapy!
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
