
How can I find out what the student is working on in the classroom?
1. Have the student bring his/her textbooks, reader, notes, worksheets, literature books to the therapy room.

2. Ask the student

3. Keep copies of the textbooks in the therapy room for easy access

4. Look in the student’s planner to know what tests and assignments are due.

5. Ask the teacher what they are working on in the classroom.  You can do this by an email or look on their website and the quarter may be laid out for the course.

6. Organize your files by topics and grade level

7. Obtain a curriculum map for each content area per grade level

8. Be aware of units they may be covering and supporting by fieldtrips or guest speakers.

9. Observe in the classroom

10. Look at their homework

11. Ask the teacher to put specific handouts/instructions/tests in your mailbox

12. Check out the content standards from ODE for the subject area and grade level

13. Know the books that are being read and topics discussed in the classroom.

14. Know the chapters being covered in a specific subject

15. Go to you district’s website and curriculum maps may be posted for each content area by grade level
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
