· IDEA 97 and 2004 requires the IEP address students’ progress in the general curriculum.

· SLP’s need to address curriculum from a language standpoint

· SLPs are not responsible for mastery of subject matter

· SLPs contribute to the acquisition of content by teaching language underpinnings that include knowledge about language, specific skills and strategies.

· SLPs need enough knowledge about curriculum and  the content standards (expectations) for each grade level to select specific  and appropriate content and raw materials to teach language underpinnings
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
