How does the SLP fit into this content/process for students 
with significant disabilities?
Evaluating and designing effective communication training is the primary responsibility of the SLP.  This may include observing and defining response modes, determining symbolic forms that will enhance communicative functions, and exploring AAC strategies and devices that will enable students to more efficiently communicate.   In order to do this, the SLP must also recognize the connections between communication, language and literacy, including the connection that is made to content learning.  Sharing this level of expertise with the classroom staff and family is of critical importance.  

The SLP may also offer valuable input on the language level of classroom instructional materials.  Adapted book and other adapted materials become the cornerstone of learning for student with significant cognitive disabilities.  SLP collaboration with the classroom staff will benefit all students.
