What are some ways to present materials when expecting a communicative response from a student with only emerging communication modes?
Students with emerging communication skills should be presented and engaged in the same or similar modified learning activities that other students are participating in.  Materials with expected responses may be presented in these ways:

· Single Option Selection:  One object, picture or choice is presented.  For example, “What book are we reading today?” (presenting book)  Student responds with motor, visual or vocal modes of response.  “You’re right, we are going to read (title).”  

· Errorless choices: Either option is a correct response.  For example, What book would you like to read… (title A)……(title B)? Student responds with motor, visual or vocal modes of response.  “Good choice.  I like (title) too.”

· Single switch messages.  Student activates a talking device with a switch response.  For example, “let me know when you are ready to hear more of this story.”  Student activates talking switch “Read more.”
