What are Academic Content Standards (ACS)?
Academic Content Standards  are what a student at each grade level is expected to know and be able to do in a specific content areas, such as, science, math , language arts, social studies, etc. .The curriculum, instruction, materials (i.e. textbooks) and state assessments must align with the ACS.

What is curriculum?

Curriculum it is the course of study and refers to the entire courses offered in a school district and is the sum of all lessons and teachings in a specific area.

What is a curriculum map?

A curriculum map outlines content that is covered each week/month and aligns this content with the indicators in the state’s academic content standards.  Most districts have a curriculum map for each grade level and subject. By accessing your district’s curriculum map, you will know what is being taught in the classroom for any of the students you are serving.  Here is one example:
