What do I need to consider in Curriculum –Relevant Therapy?
During assessments and therapy you are continually checking for knowledge, skills and strategies that the student demonstrates.
· Knowledge is what a student knows about a topic, concept or idea.
· Skills include the actions or procedures students are competent in using.
· Strategies are the approaches students use to apply knowledge and skills to a task in a specific situation.

You need to know what knowledge, skills and strategies are applied when reading a textbook, writing an essay, giving a presentation, joining a conversation, listening in class, etc.
For example when using paraphrasing as a reading comprehension skill, the student must first have the knowledge of synonyms and the skills to construct sentences using various syntactic patterns.

Students with language –learning problems need explicit instruction that combine all 3 levels.

1. Begin by teaching a specific skill and why it is important to know.
2. Use a specific content area as the raw material (i.e. textbook) to teach language underpinnings.

3. Model how, when and where to use the skill or strategy.
4. Evaluate the effective use of it.
5. Provide guided and independent practice.
6. Teach the transfer and evaluation of the effectiveness by making sure students have applied the skill or strategy in a content area, such as reading their text books, or when writing a report, speaking in class or listening to a lecture.
