Where do SLPs fit into this content/process picture?

SLPs should engage in “curriculum-relevant therapy” (Ehren, 2000, 2002, 2006, 2007); that is, that they use curriculum as content for language therapy but not try to teach curriculum per se.  In this approach, an SLP would focus on the language process, or the “underpinnings” (Ehren, 2009, 193). The SLP does not need to be an expert in curriculum nor have a role in teaching background knowledge.  They focus on the language underpinnings of comprehension (Ehren, 2009).
