Phonology – is the sound system of a language and the rules that govern the sound combinations.

Development of Speech/Sound Production

Birth



Cry, burp, cough, sneeze, and hiccup

1-3 Months


Cooing and throaty gurgles. Sounds such as a, e, o, and u are heard.

2-4 Months


May produce consonants such as k, g, or h. Laughs out loud.

3-5 Months


Squealing.

3-6 Months
Two-syllable, one-consonant sound strings are produced (a-ga, a-ba, a-da) repetitively.

4-6 Months
Growling.


Yelling, not associated with distress.


Inhalation/exhalation sequences.


Variation in vocal pitch.


Consonants produced may include b, m, w, d, n, r.

6-7 Months
Makes a wet razzing sound.

6-8 Months
Babbling begins to occur, for example, sing-song strings of consonants (da-da-da-da).

7-13 Months
Says Mama and Dada indiscriminately.


May produce VC, CVC syllables occasionally


Intonation patterns include rising pattern for “yes/no” questions and rising/falling of declarative sentences.

10-14 Months
Says Mama and Dada indiscriminately.

10-18 Months
Jargon-like speech and non-reduplicated babbling.


Child’s speech sounds like a foreign language with adult-like intonation.

18 Months
Child will produce up to 21 different consonant and vowel sounds.  Jargon and echolalia are present.

24 Months

Child will produce up to 25 different phonemes.
