
SAMPLE IEP GOALS INVOLVING PLAY
Goal:  When in a 1:1 situation, _________will spontaneously imitate adults in a variety of joint action routines.  Criteria:  With 2 different adults, _________ will imitate the motions of 4 different action songs (i.e., If You’re Happy and You Know It, Hokey Pokey) performing 80% of actions within 5 seconds of adult model.

     a. __________ will imitate 1 adult in 1 joint action routine with hand-over-hand assistance and verbal and visual cues.  Criteria: 100% of actions with no physical resistance for 2 consecutive weeks.

     b. _________ will imitate adults with visual and verbal prompts in joint action routines.  Criteria:  3 different adults, 4 action routines with imitation performed within 5 seconds of visual and verbal prompt in 90% of trials.

Goal:  In a 1:1 situation with a variety of play partners, __________will maintain reciprocal interaction in a variety of play routines through the use of pictures, gestures and verbalization.  Criteria:  At least 4 partners for 10 exchanges, with at least 10 different join action routines per week for 2 consecutive weeks.

a.  In a 1:1 play situation with an adult, ______ will maintain reciprocal interactions through the use of pictures, gestures and or verbalizations with at least 2 play partners.  Criteria:  At least 5 exchanges with 5 joint action routines per week for 2 consecutive weeks.  

b. In a 1:1 play situation with an adult, _________will maintain a reciprocal interaction through the use of pictures, gestures and verbalizations with at least 3 play partners.  Criteria: 8 exchanges with at least 7 joint action routines within a week for 2 consecutive weeks

Goal:  With adult set up of the activity, __________ will take turns with a peer using verbal or nonverbal means during dramatic play, block play or motor activities.  Criteria:  10 circles of communication for at least 2 activities/day for 3 consecutive weeks (weekly probe).
a. With full adult facilitation (verbal, tactile and/or picture cues) _______will take turns with an adult during dramatic play, block play or motor activities.   Criteria:  
b. 10 circles of communication for at least 1 activities/day for 2 consecutive weeks (weekly probe).

c. With fading adult facilitation (verbal, and/or picture cues) _______will take turns with an adult during dramatic play, block play or motor activities.   Criteria:  8 circles of communication for at least 1 activities/day for 2 consecutive weeks (weekly probe).

d. With minimal adult facilitation (picture cues) _______will take turns with an adult during dramatic play, block play or motor activities.   Criteria:  8 circles of communication for at least 1 activities/day for 2 consecutive weeks (weekly probe).

Goal: ____________will spontaneously use self-generated language to enter and maintain play with peers in nonintrusive ways.  Criteria:  will verbally attempt to enter and maintain play at least 2x/day for 2 exchanged with no instances of grabbing toys or knocking down block structures – 3 consecutive weeks (weekly probes).

a.  ____________will imitate adult language models to enter and maintain play with peers. Criteria: 4/5 trials for 2 consecutive weeks (weekly probes).
b. __________will spontaneously use “scripted” verbal approximations during interactions with adults.  Criteria:  3 of 4 trials for 3 consecutive weeks (weekly probe).

c. __________will spontaneously use “scripted” verbal approximations during play with peers.  Criteria: 3 of 4 trials for 3 consecutive weeks (weekly probe).

       Goal: ____________will independently engage with 1-2 peers around a variety of     structured games to completion, using verbal expression and picture supports as needed.  Criteria:  1x/day for 2 consecutive weeks.
a.  With adult facilitation, _________will engage with 1-2 peers around a variety of structured games to completion, using verbal expression and picture supports as needed.  Criteria:  1x/day for 2 consecutive weeks

b. With adult facilitation for setup of games only, ___________will engage with 1-2 peers around a variety of structured games to completion, using verbal expression and picture supports as needed.  Criteria:  1x/day for 2 consecutive weeks.

c. As indicated on _____________’s visual schedule, ___________will initiate and engage with 1-2 peers around a variety of structured games to completion, using verbal expression and picture supports as needed. Criteria:  1x/day for 2 consecutive weeks.
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
