DEVELOPING AN IEP WHICH IS CONNECTED TO 
THE EARLY LEARNING CONTENT STANDARDS
NEEDS:
1st- List all the needs of the student which are interfering with their ability to progress and access the general curriculum. 
2nd- With knowledge of the content standards and good teaching practice – prioritize needs 

· most critical, 

· addresses multiple needs, 

· across settings, 

· necessary for subsequent learning, 

· impact on student  level of independence, 

· authentic/age appropriate/real life context ,

· necessary for post secondary education/work & 

· aligned with the content standards 
3rd -  Using the appropriate grade level indicators, identify which GLI is the prioritized need that would move the student the farthest towards achieving the ACS 
4th – Knowing language development and the ACS, drop back in the content standards to the most critical prerequisite skill that is needed to achieve the grade appropriate content standard 
5th – Determine the standard and organizer as your targeted skill. 
GOAL:

Develop a measurable goal:

a. Criteria could include: frequency (2 x/day), duration (for 2 minutes), accuracy (--% of the time), latency (within 2 minutes from a verbal prompt) or intensity. The goal could also include the condition or context in which the behavior will occur (during circletime, with prompting, independently )

b. Reveals what to do to measure whether the goal/objective has been accomplished

c. Yields the same conclusion if measured by several people

d.  Allows a calculation of how much progress it represents

e. Can be measured without additional information
BENCHMARKS/SHORT TERM OBJECTIVES:

1. Include 2-3 benchmarks/objectives, which serve as milestones for measuring progress for each goal. 
* Remember: ”The Ohio Academic Content Standards should not serve as a ready made list for IEP goals and benchmarks/objectives” – GLARRC

SERVICES:
1. Services may include specially designed instruction (adapted content, methodology, delivery of service) related services (those which assist a child to benefit from special education), supplementary aids, or, on behalf of the child, a statement of program modifications, testing accommodations, or supports for school personnel 
2. Specifically describe the service: Who will do what, when, where and under what circumstances 
A. What is the frequency and duration needed of each service provided to the child for each goal area ?(i.e. Language Arts)(30 minutes twice a week, at total 120 minutes a month for goals 1-4, or could be a range of time if team determines this is needed to meet the unique needs of the child)
B. How will the services be provided? (i.e. indirect, direct, large group, small group, individual, consultative)  (OS- pg. 92)
3. List the accommodations (alterations in environment, procedures, materials) and modifications (alterations in work requirements) that are are needed. 
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
