Tier lll C Intensive Individualized Interventions

* Provide specialized treatment for poor readers with language deficits who have
not responded in Tiers | and ||

 Consult with special educators to help make their services maximally beneficial.

 Use a cyclical approach to increase availability to students, i.e. 3:1 Model or
3X60 min for a grading period.

Tier Il ¢ Targeted Interventions

« Serve as a consultant for teams delivering targeted instruction
and interventions, i.e. phonics, word-decoding, reading
comprehension.

Tier | - School-Wide Interventions

* Assist with professional development in the schools, especially
around teaching strategies for phonemic awareness, reading
comprehension, ELL and pragmatic language/social skills.

 Serve on curriculum planning teams.

Classroom Observations

Targeted behaviors can be defined and systematically
assessed using classroom observation and when
reviewing work samples.

Different kinds of data can be collected:
V Frequency data

V Time samples

V Interval recordings

V Discourse analysis

V Communication sampling

 can be collected for the entire class and used as a universal
screening and/or for struggling learners. The data can be
used for progress monitoring and to make Rtl tier decisions.

CBM for Writing

Number of writing units that are written in the correct order
This can be used to look at the overall written language skills of the student. The SLP can look at
semantics and syntax and all the mechanics of written language. The evaluator can look at each
pair of words to see if they belong together in the sentence.

* was marked for starting sentence with a capital letter.

A was given when a pair of words were used and spelled correctly.
# was made when correct punctuation was used.
