INTERVENTION STRATEGY FOR GETTING ATTENTION APPROPRIATELY
	Description of the Skill: 
Getting someone’s attention before communicating with them is essential.  The tricky part of mastering this skill is that the correct way to get attention is dependent on the setting and the person to whom you trying to speak. This must be done in an appropriate way and there are 5 component social skills that make up this skill:

1 Appropriate voice tone

2 Appropriate word choice

3 Call the person’s name so he knows to whom you are speaking

4 Check to see if you have eye contact

5 Listen to be sure the other person is quiet and can hear you.

The appropriate demonstration of this social skill is is required in various settings/situations in school, i.e. when one wants to have a turn during a lesson, when one wants to talk to a friend in the cafeteria, when one wants to tell a teacher about something they’ve done, when one wants to greet, when playing a game and taking a turn, etc.  There are lots of situations at school in which this skill comes into play.

	Go Fish Card Games:

· The speaker must call the name of the person whose card he is seeking and check for eye contact before asking for the card he wants.  He can ask for the card from only one other player.

Other Go Games:

· Make matching games for any season of the year by putting stickers on blank cards.  Have 2 matching sets shuffled together.  Use these cards like “Go Fish” cards.  Call the game “Go Valentine’s Day” or “Go Halloween” or whatever.
Classroom or Group Activities/Games: 

· The speaker must take responsibility for getting the group’s attention before he takes his turn, so everyone can hear him.
