INTERVENTION STRATEGY FOR GIVING A COMPLIMENT
	Description of the Skill:  

Being able to give a sincere compliment is an important social skill. These are the component strategies for mastering this skill:

1. Be specific about what is being complimented.

2. Use appropriate body language.

3. Use appropriate voice tone.

4. Honor personal space.

5. Give the compliment/make the point and STOP talking.

	Teaching Instructions:
1. At the end of a group activity give individual compliments to each student for what they contributed.Use in every group activity.

2. Ask a student to “Tell Johnny what he did in the group that was really good.”
