	Description of the Skill: 

This skill is best taught by teaching and providing practice for the various component skills:

1 Eye contact to the other person

2 Appropriate voice tone 

3 Appropriate body language

4 Appropriate word choice (i.e. language register)

5 Turn taking (not interrupting)

6 Using Theory of Mind issues to understand the perspective of the other person.
