
AGENTS THAT CAN IMPEDE DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIAL/PRAGMATIC LANGUAGE SKILLS:

SCHIZOPHRENIA
· Poor communication and social skills is huge component of this disorder.
· Must work with team approach to get complete picture of the child.
· Need for SLP services may be based entirely on social deficiencies.

· May appear cold, unassertive, unrewarding to others; others may avoid him, so he misses out on social contact.
· Eye contact is off; poor reading of body language and voice tone.

· Takes little part in management of conversation.

· Not aware of deficient social skills.

· Delusion, hallucination at times.

· Exhibits his anxiety through social behaviors.

· Full definition is in DSM-IV.
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
