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When determining SLD the 60-day timeline can be extended with mutual written agreement between the parent and team if it is determined additional data are needed that cannot be obtained within the 60- day timeline.


The district must promptly request parental consent to evaluate and adhere to time frames, unless the time frames are extended by mutual written agreement of the child’s parents and a group of qualified professionals:


If  prior to referral, a child has not made adequate progress after an appropriate period of time when provided instruction; and


Whenever a child is referred for an evaluation.





If a student previously had been evaluated and found NOT eligible for special education services, the next evaluation is treated as an initial evaluation. If the student was in special education services and exited, and is evaluated again at a later date, the evaluation is also treated as an initial evaluation.





EVALUATION PROCEDURES:


The evaluation must:


Use a variety of tools and strategies to gather relevant functional, developmental, and academic information about the child, including information provided by the parent that may assist in determining:


Whether the child is a child with a disability


The content of the child’s IEP


Not use any single measure or assessment as the sole criterion for determining whether a child is a child with a disability and determining an appropriate educational program; and


Use technically sound instruments that may assess the relative contribution of cognitive and behavioral factors, in addition to physical or developmental factors.





Other evaluation procedures- districts must ensure:


Assessments  are Not discriminatory on a racial or cultural basis;


Be provided and administered in the child’s native language or other mode of communication and in the form most likely to yield accurate information about what the child knows and can do academically, developmentally and functionally, unless it is clearly not feasible to so provide or administer;


Are used for the purposes for which the assessment or measures are valid and reliable;


Are administered by trained and knowledgeable personnel ;and


Are administered in accordance with any instructions provided by the producer of the assessments.


Assessments and other evaluation materials include those tailored to assess specific areas or educational need, not merely those that are designed to provide a single general intelligence quotient.








Identify what additional data, if any, are needed to determine:


Whether the child is a child with a disability; or


In the case of a reevaluation, whether the child continues to have such a disability, and the educational needs of the child;


The present levels of academic achievement and related developmental needs of the child;


Whether the child needs special education and related services; or


In the case of a reevaluation , whether the child continues to need special education and related services; and


Whether any additions or modifications to the special education and related services are needed to enable the child to meet the measureable annual goals in the IEP, & participate in the general education curriculum.


Conduct of review – the group may conduct the review as described above without a meeting.


Requirements if additional data are not needed:


If the team determines that no additional data are needed to determine whether the child continues to be a child with a disability and to determine the child’s educational needs, the school district must notify the child’s parents of:


That determination and the reason for the determination; and


The right of the parents to request an assessment to determine whether the child continues to be a child with a disability and to determine the child’s educational needs.





DETERMINATION OF ELIGIBILITY:


The team shall prepare written evaluation team report  (PR-06) which shall include:


A summary of information obtained during the evaluation process; and


The names, titles and signature of each team member, including the parent, and an indication of whether or not they are in agreement with the eligibility determination. 


The report should be concise and reader-friendly, clearly linking the referral question to the evaluation procedures and results. It should include recommendations, strategies and needed supports, and any conditions or limitations that may have influenced the validity of the results.


If SLD is determined- see additional documentation requirements on Pg.10


Upon completion of the administration of assessments and other evaluation  measures the team (including the parent):


determine whether the child is a child with a disability, and the educational needs of the child; and


Provides the parent with a copy of the evaluation report and the documentation of determination of eligibility at no cost to the parent, prior to the next IEP meeting and in no case later than 14 days from the date of eligibility determination.

REEVALUATIONS:


The district of residence must ensure that a reevaluation of a child with a disability is conducted:


If the district determines:


that the educational or related services needs, including improved academic achievement and functional performance of the child warrant a reevaluation; or


The child’s parent or teacher requests a reevaluation; or


When a child transitions from preschool to school-age services; or


In order to make a change in disability category, or determine that a child is no longer a child with a disability





Other recommended times for a reevaluation include: if the initial evaluation was done at a very young age and the team feels it does not reflect the child’s current abilities, if the child has demonstrated significant improvement or decline in academic performance 








A reevaluation may not occur more than once a year, unless agreed to be otherwise





Must occur at least once every 3 years,   unless the parent and district agree that a reevaluation is unnecessary





The team shall develop an evaluation plan that will provide for the following and be summarized in the team report (ETR):


Review existing evaluation data including: evaluations and information provided by the parent, current classroom based/local/state assessments; classroom observations; observations by teachers and related services providers; data about ht e child’s progress in the general curriculum; data from previous interventions; and any relevant trend data beyond the past 12 months, including a review of current and previous IEPs; and


On the basis of review and input from parents, the team must identify what additional data is needed to determine:


Whether the child continues to have a disability; and the educational needs


The present levels of academic achievement and related developmental needs of the child


Whether the child continues to need special education and related services; 


Whether any additions or modifications to the special education and related services are needed to enable the child the meet their goals and to participate in the general education curriculum.

Each member must certify in writing whether the report reflects the member’s conclusion. If it does not reflect the member’s conclusion, the group member must submit a separate statement presenting the member’s conclusions.





ADDITIONAL PROCEDURES FOR IDENTIFYING PRESCHOOL CHILDREN:


For preschool children, as appropriate, the evaluation shall include the following specialized assessments:


Physical examination completed by a licensed doctor in cases where the disability is primarily the result of a congenital or acquired physical disability


Vision examination conducted by an eye care specialist in cases where the disability is primarily the result of a visual impairment; and


Audiological examination completed by an audiologist in cases where the disability is primarily the result of a hearing impairment.








ADDITIONAL PROCEDURES FOR IDENTIFYING CHILDREN WITH MUTLIPLE DISABILITIES:


A combination of 2+ areas of disability , except for a combination that includes SLD; and


A severe or profound deficit in communication or adaptive behavior documented through the use of individually administered standardized instruments which have been validated for the specific purpose of measuring communication or adaptive behavior. 





ADDITIONAL PROCEDURES FOR IDENTIFYING CHLDREN WITH DEAFNESS OR HEARING IMPAIRMENT:


Average pure tone hearing loss of 50dB or greater in the frequencies of 500, 1000, and 2000 hz in the better ear


Average pure tone hearing loss of 25 dB or greater for the frequencies of 500, 1000 and 2000 hz in the better ear, which has an adverse effect upon the child’s educational performance related to documented evidence of:


A more severe hearing loss during the developmental years than is currently measured;


A history of chronic medical problems that have resulted in fluctuating hearing, presently or in the past; or


A delay in diagnosis, provision of amplification or initiation of special programming.


A hearing loss in excess of 25 dB for the frequencies 1000 Hz through 8000 Hz in the better ear, resulting in such poor auditory discrimination that it has an adverse effect upon the child’s educational performance

REEVALUATION CONSENT:


You must provide notice (PR-01) proposing to conduct a reevaluation with __ new information, and get parent consent(PR-05) before conducting a reevaluation.





If the parent fails to respond or refuses to consent to the reevaluation, the school district MAY, but is not required to pursue the consent override procedures (due process).





If the parent of a child refuses to consent to the reevaluation, or fails to respond to a request to provide consent the district will NOT be considered to be in violation for child find if it declines to pursue the reevaluation.





The informed parental consent need not be obtained if the school district can demonstrate that they have made reasonable efforts to obtain such consent and the child’s parent has failed to respond





REEVALUATION NOT REQUIRED:


If parents revoke consent for special education services, the school district is not required to conduct a reevaluation to remove the child from special education


If parents and district representatives have discussed the advantages and disadvantages of conducting a reevaluation and have agreed that a reevaluation is unnecessary, the decision should be documented in writing


When a child’s change in placement is due to graduation or child exceeds age of eligibility for special education services (Summary of Performance must be provided)


When adding a related service to the IEP ( Refer to IEP section for more details)


Full evaluation not needed


Only need evaluation in area of need


PWN and parental consent is needed if conducting individual assessment completed


ETR and IEP may be amended using the amendment process


ETR and IEP do not need to be rewritten


When removing a related service from an IEP


District must have data and documentation that show that the child has met all goals that required the support of the related service that will be removed.


District must also show that there are no additional future goals based on current information that require support of the related service


NOTE: 


It is NOT permissible for a district to automatically determine that reevaluations are unnecessary for children identified with particular disabilities.

Observation: The district must ensure that the child is observed in the child’s learning environment, including the regular classroom setting, to document the child’s academic performance and behavior in the areas of difficulty.


The group can decide to use information from an observation in routine classroom instruction and monitoring of the child’s performance that was done before the child was referred for an evaluation; or


Have at least one member of the group conduct an observation, after the child has been referred for an evaluation and parental consent is obtained.


For a child who is less than school age or out of school a group member must observe the child in an environment appropriate for a child of that age.





Documentation:  For a child suspected as having SLD, the documentation of the determination of eligibility (PR-06) must contain a statement of:


Whether the child has an SLD;


The basis for making the determination, including an assurance that the determination has been made in accordance with the rules;


The relevant behavior, if any, noted during the observation of the child and the relationship of that behavior to the child’s academic functioning;


The educationally relevant medical findings, if any;


Whether the child:


 does not achieve adequately for the child’s age or to meet state approved grade level standards, and


 does not make sufficient progress to meet age or state approved grade level standards; or 


exhibits a pattern of strengths and weaknesses in performance, achievement, or both, relative to age, state approved grade level standards or intellectual development.





The determination of the group concerning the effects of a visual, hearing, or motor disability; mental retardation; emotional disturbance; cultural factors; environmental or economic disadvantage; or limited English proficiency on the child’s achievement level; and





If the child has participated in a process that assesses the child’s response to intervention:


The instructional strategies used and the student-centered data collected; and


The documentation that the child’s parents were notified about:


The state’s policies regarding the amount and nature of student performance data that would be collected and the general education services that would be provided;


Strategies for increasing the child’s rate of learning; and

ADDITIONAL PROCEDURES FOR IDENTIFYING CHILDREN WITH SLD:


A severe discrepancy between intellectual ability and achievement is NOT required.





Permits the use of a process based on the child’s response to scientific, research based intervention; and other alternative research-based procedures for determining if a child has SLD





Determination of SLD must be made by a team of the parents and :


The child’s regular teacher; or


If the child does not have a regular teacher, a regular classroom teacher qualified to teach a child of the child’s age; or


For a child of less than school age, an individual qualified by the ODE to teach a child of the child’s age; and


At least one person qualified to conduct individual diagnostic examinations of children, such as a school psychologist, SLP, or remedial reading teacher.





An existence of  SLD may be determined if:


The child does not achieve adequately for the child’s age or to meet state-approved grade-level standards in 1+of the following areas, when provided with learning experiences and instruction appropriate for the child’s age or state  approved grade-level standards:


Oral expression;


Listening comprehension;


Written expression;


Basic reading skill;


Reading fluency skills; 


Reading comprehension;


Mathematics calculation; or 


Mathematics problem-solving


The child does not make sufficient progress to meet age or state-approved grade-level standards in one or more of the areas above, when using a process based on response to intervention


The child exhibits a pattern of strengths and weaknesses in performance, achievement or both, relative to age, state-approved grade-level standards, or intellectual development that is determined by the group to be relevant to identification of SLD.

Assessments are selected and administered so as best to ensure that if an assessment is administered to a child with impaired sensory, manual, or speaking skills, the assessment results accurately reflect the child’s aptitude or achievement


level or whatever other factors the test purports to measure, rather than reflecting the child’s impaired sensory, manual, or speaking skills (unless those skills are the


factors that the test purports to measure).


Scope of Evaluation:


The child is assessed in all areas related to the suspected disability, including if appropriate: health, vision, hearing , social and emotional status, general intelligence, academic performance, communicative status and motor abilities


The evaluation is sufficiently comprehensive to identify all of the child’s special education and related services needs


Assessment tools and strategies that provide relevant information that directly assists persons in determining the educational needs of the child are provided.


Medical consultation shall be encouraged on a continuing basis, especially when it is felt that there has been a change in the child’s behavior or educational functioning or when new symptoms are detected and


For preschool, the evaluation shall include a physical exam completed by a licensed doctor (when disability primarily congenital or acquired physical dis.); vision and hearing


d. Transferring Student during the Evaluation Process


Assessments of children who transfer from one district to another in the same school year are coordinated between schools to ensure prompt completion of full evaluations. Transfers from one district to another during the evaluation process


The parent should notify the new district that the child was being evaluated for a suspected disability


The new district should either continue the evaluation or give the parent prior written notice that it does NOT suspect a disability and that they will NOT continue testing. (WI pg. 24-25)





Review of Existing Data: as part of an initial evaluation and reevaluation, the team shall develop an evaluation plan that will provide for the following and be summarized in an evaluation team report:


Review existing evaluation data on the child, including:


Evaluations and information provided by parents;

To ensure that underachievement in a child suspected as having SLD is not due to lack of appropriate instruction in reading or math, the group must consider:


Data the demonstrate that prior to or as part of the referral process, the child was provided appropriate instruction in regular education settings , delivered by qualified personnel; and 


Data that documents repeated assessments of achievement at reasonable intervals, reflecting formal assessment of student progress during instruction, which was provided to the child’s parents





Response to Intervention:


An evaluation may utilize a process based on the child’s response to intervention to determine whether a child has a SLD. This process:


Begins when sufficient data have been gathered and analyzed under conditions of targeted and intensive individualized intervention conditions, when there is evidence of an inadequate response to intervention on the part of the child, and the group determines that the child’s needs are unlikely to be met without certain specialized instruction in addition to the regular classroom instruction


Employs interventions that are scientifically-based and provided at appropriate levels of intensity, frequency, duration and integrity, relative to the child’s identified needs;


Is based on results of scientifically-based, technically adequate assessment procedures that assess ongoing progress while the child is receiving scientifically-based instruction, and that have been reported to the child’s parents;


Includes the analysis of data to determine whether a discrepancy is present between actual and expected performance in both the child’s rate of progress in developing skills, and in the child’s level of performance on measures assessing one or more of the academic areas listed above;


May NOT be used to delay unnecessarily a child’s being evaluated to determine eligibility for special education services

GENERAL:


The district of residence must conduct a full and individual initial evaluation, before the initial provision of special education and related services to a child with a disability.


A parent or public agency may initiate a request for an initial evaluation.





INTERVENTIONS


Each school district shall provide interventions to resolve concerns for any preschool or school-age child who is performing below grade-level standards.


A school district may not use interventions to delay unnecessarily a child being evaluated to determine eligibility for special educations services. If such interventions have not been implemented prior to referral for evaluation, appropriate interventions should be implemented during the same 60 day time frame that the district conducts a full and individual evaluation.


Each district shall use data from interventions to determine eligibility for special education services, appropriate instructional practices and access to the general curriculum. If the team determine that no additional data are needed to determine whether the child continues to have a disability, the district must notify the parents of:


The determinations and reasons for the determination; and


The right of the parents to request an assessment (the district is not required to conduct new assessment unless requested by the parents)





A reevaluation can be done in 3 ways:


No evaluation – If the district and parent agree that the reevaluation is unnecessary because the child’s continued eligibility is not in question and the child is making expected progress. Note that you are saying that the current ETR is valid and there are no changes in 3 years. This should only be done on very rare occasions. If the parents and district agree that a reevaluation is unnecessary this should be documented on a PR-01 or another district developed document which  includes the following:


Students name


Date of agreement


Statement that the parents and district have discussed the advantages and disadvantages of conducting a reevaluation and have agreed that a reevaluation is unnecessary


Parents signatures; AND


Signature of district representative


Record review – typically the most frequently used/recommended method

Within 30 days of receipt of request for evaluation, the district must obtain parental consent or provide the parents prior written notice (PR-01) stating that the district does not suspect a disability and will not be conducting an evaluation.


Initial Evaluation should be done:


within 60 days of receiving parental consent, 


if intervention data is needed it should be implemented during the same 60-day time frame that the district is conducting the evaluation  


Exceptions: The time frame DOES NOT APPLY if:


The parent repeatedly fails or refuses to produce the child for evaluation or A child enrolls in a new district after the relevant time of this rule has begun and prior to a determination by the previous district, And the new district is making sufficient progress to ensure a prompt complete ion of the evaluation, and the parent and new district agree to a time when the evaluation will be completed.


When determining SLD the 60-day timeline can be extended with mutual written agreement between the parent and team if it is determined that additional data are needed that cannot be obtained within the 60-day timeline.


Reevaluations must occur at least once every 3 years, unless the parent and district agree that a reevaluation is unnecessary.

To qualify as a SWD you must meet a two prong test:


Meet the disability category definitions


Demonstrates adverse effect- Impacts ability to learn; includes more than grades only such as socio-emotional, extra -curricular and non-academic supports and services. 


You could make an argument of impacting access to classroom information (i.e. hearing impairment)


Also consider state and district wide testing results


Example:  ADHD – would meet #1 (disability category), but if medicated and doesn’t impact ability to learn (#2) – they would NOT be eligible for IDEA services


The child must NOT be determined to be a child with a disability if the determinant factor for that determination is:


Lack of appropriate instruction in reading, including the essential components of reading instruction 


Lack of appropriate instruction in math; or


To ensure this, as part of the evaluation there must be data to: Demonstrate that prior to, or as part of the referral process the child was provided appropriate instruction in regular education settings, delivered by qualified personnel; and


Document repeated assessments of achievement at reasonable intervals, reflecting formal assessment of student progress during instruction, which was provided to the child’s parents.


Situations of lack of appropriate instruction could include:


Students who have a history of poor attendance


Students who have moved frequently and attended numerous buildings and districts


Students who have been previously home schooled or attended a private school


If the team feels it is due to lack of appropriate instruction they should develop an intervention plan to address his/her needs


Limited English proficiency. 





In interpreting evaluation data for the purpose of determining if a child is a child with a disability, and the educational needs of the child, each district must:


Draw upon information from a variety of sources, including aptitude and achievement test, state and district wide assessments, parent input, and teacher recommendations, as well as information about the child’s physical condition, social or cultural background, and adaptive behavior; and

INITIAL EVALUATION TIMELINES:


If the district suspects a disability and proposes to conduct an initial evaluation they should:


Contact the parent and explain the referral process


Provide the parent with a copy of procedural safeguards (Whose IDEA is it?)


Provide the parent with PWN (PR-01)


Request for permission to evaluate the child and provide the parent with a Parent Consent for Evaluation form (PR-05)


The district of residence will within 30 days of receipt of request for evaluation, obtain parental consent  (PR-05) 


The district should maintain detailed records that include the dates, times and results of their efforts to obtain consent. This may include phone logs, copies of written correspondence (including emails) etc…


For initial evaluations only, if the child is a ward of the State is not residing with their parent, the public agency is not required to obtain informed consent from the parent if: the district cannot discover the whereabouts of the parent, the rights of the parents have been terminated or the rights of the parent have been subrogated by a judge


If the parent does not provide consent for an initial evaluation or fails to respond to providing consent, the public agency MAY but is not required to pursue the initial evaluation of the child by utilizing the procedure safeguards including mediation procedures or the due process procedures.


Parent permission is NOT required for screening assessments that are administered to ALL students, unless the district requires parent permission for all who participate in screening. 





If the district does not suspect a disability, they will within 30 days or provide the parents prior written notice (PR-01) (see 3301-51-05 Pg. 69) stating that the district does not suspect a disability and will not be conducting an evaluation.





d.   The initial evaluation must be conducted within 60 days of receiving parental consent and must consist of procedures to:


Determine if the child is a child with a disability and


Determine the educational needs of the child





The time frame DOES NOT APPLY if:


The parent repeatedly fails or refuses to produce the child for evaluation or


A child enrolls in a new district after the relevant time of this rule has begun and prior to a determination by the previous district.

A written evaluation report (PR-06) should be completed for reevaluations that are conducted, including at a minimum:


Summary of information obtained during the reevaluation process;


The determination of the child’s continued eligibility for special education 


The names, titles and signatures of each team member, including the parents, and an indication of whether or not they are in agreement with the eligibility determination. If they do not agree, they should submit a statement of disagreement.














Change In Eligibility:


The district must evaluate a child with a disability before determining that the child is no longer a child with a disability (Dismissal) 


The evaluation is not required before the termination of a child’s eligibility due to graduation from secondary school with a regular diploma or due to exceeding the age eligibility for a free and appropriate public education. However the district must provide the child with a summary of the child’s academic achievement and functional performance, which shall include recommendations on how to assist the child in meeting post secondary goals.


















































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































INDEPENDENT EDUCATIONAL EVALUATION 


The parents of a child with a disability have the right to obtain an independent educational evaluation of the child.


The school district must provide to parents upon request for an independent evaluation, information about where an independent educational evaluation may be obtained, and the districts criteria applicable for independent evaluations


A parent is entitled to only one independent educational evaluation at public expense each time the school district conducts an evaluation with which the parent disagrees.


If the parent obtains an independent educational evaluation at public expense or shares with the district an evaluation obtained at private expense, the results of the evaluation must be considered by the school district of residence if it meets district criteria, in any decision made with respect to the provision of FAPE and may be presented by any party as evidence at a hearing on a due process complaint.
