MISSED THERAPY SESSIONS


If a therapist misses a session due to illness or PD, family obligations, attendance at meetings, the services must be made up at another time.


The related service provider may have another service provider provide the child the services. If this is done the related service provider must ensure that the substitute service provider is appropriately licensed and trained to provide the necessary services to the child. 


If the child is absent on the day the child is to receive related services, the related service provider does not have to make up those services. 


If the child is attending or engaging in some alternative activity with the class (e.g., assemblies, field trips, grandparent day), the related service provider does not have to make up services.


If a school holiday falls on the day the child is to receive related services the related service provider does not have to make up the service. Caution should be exercised, however, to ensure that holidays and class activities do not continually fall on the same day of the week that the child receives services resulting in the child missing many days of service. Too many missed service days may result in the child not receiving a free appropriate public education.


An IEP meeting can NOT count as a therapy session


ESY is an option for made up therapy, but not optimal.  It is not best practice to make up service in the summertime, as children need services throughout the year.


You can use a range of service – however a range should be documented (ie. More after breaks, at beginning of year, etc.) and not just the minimal amount throughout the year with no variation.  A range is based on individual needs, not administrative convenience.





START DATE


Therapy must start the first FULL week of school.


Do NOT include exclusion of first 2 or last 2 weeks of school – student must have the exact same school day or year as ALL children – unless it is an individual need, it can not be due to administrative convenience.





FOR CHILDREN WHO TRANSFER INTO THE DISTRICT IN THE SUMMER


IEPs must be in effect at the beginning of the school year for all identified children with disabilities in the district's jurisdiction. Therefore, the district must have a process in place to make sure that any child identified as having a disability who transfers into the district in the summer has an IEP in place when he or she starts the new school in the fall.

LEAST RESTRICTIVE ENVIRONMENT


  Each district shall ensure that to the maximum extent appropriate, children with disabilities, including children in public and nonpublic institutions or other care facilities, are educated with children who are nondisabled





ROLE OF PRESCHOOL AND SCHOOL-AGE SERVICE PROVIDERS


The school district shall assign early childhood, and school-age intervention specialists, or related service specialists to meet the unique educational needs of each child with a disability.  The school-age service provider may provide indirect or direct services in one or any combination of instructional groupings, including large group, small group, individual instruction, or parent and teacher training and consultation. 


The service providers will:


 Serve children with disabilities to assure a free appropriate public education (FAPE) and may serve children who are disabled where needs for these services are identified.


Support regular education teachers in serving and/or consulting about children with and without disabilities so that the regular education personnel, in partnership with the special education service providers, can implement the child’s IEP in the least restrictive environment


Assist in organizing and facilitating supplemental supports provided within the regular classroom


Design parent involvement activities


Implement educational interventions and specially designed instruction which means adapting, as appropriate, to the needs of the eligible child, the content, methodology, or delivery of instruction;


To address the unique needs of the child that result from the child’s disability and

SERVICE PROVIDER RATIOS FOR DELIVERY OF SERVICES


The school district shall determine ratios for an individual service provider by considering scheduling and time demands of preschool or school-age service providers, included but not limited to the following :


All areas of service provided to children with and without disabilities, including screening, assessment, consultation, counseling, training, and related duties in the school setting, intervention design, and educational interventions


The severity of each eligible child’s need, and the level and frequency of services necessary for children to attain IEP goals and objectives


Time needed for planning


Teacher shall be provided sufficient time for designing their work, evaluating student progress, conferencing, and team planning


The schedule of full-time equivalent classroom teachers assigned to a school with a teacher day of six hours or longer, excluding the lunch period, shall include two hundred minutes per week for these purposes


Additional time for diagnostic testing and classroom observation; coordination of the program; parent, staff and agency conferences concerning individual children, staff development activities, and follow-up and the demands of an itinerant schedule, including the number of buildings, the distance between the buildings and travel


A speech language pathologist shall provide services to no more than eighty school-age children with disabilities or no more than fifty school-age children with multiple disabilities, hearing impairments, or orthopedic/other health impairments or no more than fifty preschool children with disabilities.  Each school district shall provide services at a ratio of one speech and language pathologist per two thousand children.





HOUSING, FACILITIES, MATERIALS, AND EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES FOR PRESCHOOL AND SCHOOL AGE PROGRAMS


Each service provider must have access to an office or room space suitable for private consultation or intervention; access to a telephone in an area where scheduling, parent contacts, and confidential  conversations regarding children can be completed; and adequate office equipment including a locking file cabinet with a key and supplies


The service areas must provide a work environment that supports service providers and is conducive to children’s learning consistent with rule 3301-35-05 of the Administrative Code


Evaluation and instructional materials and equipment shall be provided to enable the child with a disability to progress in the general curriculum or in the case of preschool, developmentally appropriate activities, and meet both IEP and performance objectives.
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
