· A self-contained social communication classroom located outside __’s home school or district because the focus of the instruction is on social communication (initiate/maintain communication, complete sequenced tasks, learning how to read social cues/communication … ) vs. academic core content

· Extensive Support/Service Needs:

· Individual instruction/repeated practice with feedback/maximum responses…. on …

· Pre taught vocabulary/concepts

· Expressive/Receptive/Pragmatic Language skills
· Reading fluency, math computation, science concepts….

· Materials at his/her present academic level  (__ grade)

· Core content delivered in a co-taught class where one teacher is providing content information and the other is helping to break down tasks and provide more individualized instruction for ____. The student can benefit from his same age peers modeling appropriate skills (what book/page…) behavior, and reinforcing positive behaviors.
