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FAPE


 Each school district shall make FAPE available to all children between the ages of three and twenty-one inclusive, including children with disabilities who have been suspended or expelled from school.


Each school district must ensure that the obligations to make FAPE available to each child in the school of residence begins no later than the child’s third birthday


An individualized education program (IEP) is in effect by that date (3rd birthday).


If a child’s third birthday occurs during the summer, the child’s IEP team shall determine the date when services under the IEP will begin.


ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY


Each school district must ensure that assistive technology devices or assistive technology services or both are made available to a child with a disability.


On a case-by-case basis, the use of school purchased assistive technology devices in a child’s home or in other settings is required if the child’s IEP team determines that the child needs access to those devices in order to receive FAPE.


EXTENDED SCHOOL YEAR


Each school district must ensure that extended school year services are available as necessary to provide FAPE.


Extended school year services must be provided only if a child’s IEP team determines, on an individual basis.  Additionally, the school district shall consider the following when determining if extend school year services should be provided:


Whether extended school services are necessary to prevent significant regression of skills or knowledge retained by the child so as to seriously impede the child’s progress toward the child’s educational goals; and 


Whether extended school years services are necessary to avoid something more than adequately recoupable regression


NONACADEMIC SERVICES


Each school district must take steps, including the provision of supplementary aids and services determined appropriate and necessary by the child’s IEP team, to provide nonacademic and extracurricular services and activities in the manner necessary to afford children with disabilities an equal opportunity for participation in those services and activities (such as athletics, transportation, counseling, recreational activities, etc.)


HEARING


Each school district must ensure that hearing aids worn in school by children with hearing impairments, including deafness, are functioning properly


Each school district must ensure that external components of surgically implanted medical devices are functioning properly.


For a child with a surgically implanted medical device who is receiving special education and related services, a school district is NOT responsible for the post-surgical maintenance, programming, or replacement of the medical device that has been surgically implanted.
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
