Observations: 

Molly was observed walking around trying to greet the students as they entered into the room. She hugged on smaller peer. The peer did not see to welcome the hug. Molly tried 2xs to start a conversation with the typical peers. Unfortunately, her speech was 25% intelligible to an unknown listener. 

Recommendations for the year that were proposed at the consultation team meeting:

1. Create a visual script to improve her functional expressive language and speech intelligibility?
a. Greetings/Farewells (e.g., “Hi Miss Emily”, “Bye Miss Emily”, etc.)

b. Initiation of Conversations (e.g., “You look nice”, “Nice hair”, “Want to see?”, “Play game?”)

c. Request Objects or Actions (e.g., “Want mitt, please”, “Want magazine, please”, “Want bathroom, please”, “Sit with me?”, “More ____”, etc.)

d. Questioning (e.g., “Where marker?”, “Where magazine?”, “Where Gage?”)

e. Commenting (e.g., “Nice job”, “That’s pretty”, “You are funny”, “It’s cold”, “This is good”, etc.)

f. Calling/Gaining Attention (e.g., “Miss Emily, help”, “Excuse me”, etc.)

2. Create a pacing board to help improve Molly’s production of common multisyllabic words that are part of the daily routine? 
3. Post index cards with written words and the corresponding picture symbol around the room (e.g., magazine rack, bathroom, chair, desk, mitt, dry erase board, door, sink, computer, etc.) in order to increase her sight word knowledge.

4. Create a behavioral visual cue card (e.g., shake hands, use your words, push in chair, etc.) to serve as a good reminder to her?
5. Collaborate to create some social stories in the following areas: 

a. Pushing in chair

b. Shaking hands (instead of hugs) 

c. Body Proximity (one arms length)

d. Hygiene\

e. Staring/Appropriate Eye Contact

6. Create to foster social interactions in academic and nonacademic settings

a. Connect Four with a script

b. Leafing through a magazine while making scripted comments

c. War (card game) with a script

7. Create a low tech AAC board which has pictures and the names of peers and staff members

a. Have her match the name to the picture

b. Have her practice the names with a pacing board

c. Incorporate these names into scripted social tasks
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
